4" diameter* tie most balloons* in

very tight pairs and
trim off excess
balloon necks.

The best size can vary a with different balloons. Test for best results.

Roll balloons

into Matrix.

Equal portions of
each balloon should
be above and below
the Matrix straps.

Size balloons without
squeezing. Load
duplets vertically in
1st framework then
press 2nd framework
down over top layer
of balloons.

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Alternate for Double Layer Designs
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This Jack-O-Lantern has 8
opening designed to hold
balloons inflated to 3”in
diameter. They are the
smaller openings marked in
black in the diagram in the
center at the top the page

This Jack-O-Lantern has an
additional 82 opening that
are designed to hold
balloons inflated to 4”in
diameter.

We suggest that you tie on
one additional balloon
inflated 4“ to the stem on
top to add to the lengrh.

This shape is very light and
may easily be suspended
from above with string or
fishing line.
