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Gain the extra impact of depth and the
added strength of two layers of balloons by
doubling  your heart design.
Double it with simple heart shapes as illustrated
to the right or impress your customers with
more intricate  heart   characters   from   our
H e a r t s  F o r  A l l  S e a s o n s  G a l l e r y
http://rouseinternational.com/ra/02.02.gallery.htm
 on the internet.

Stand up your double hearts.  For double
heart designs that have the points on top you can
stand them up on their own.
For double heart designs that have points on the
bottom, use a simple base and a vertical pipe or
rod extending up through the center of your double
heart.

Make two designs in one. ÊYou may use
the same or different designs on the front and
back of your double heart. One could be in pink
and one in blue for a baby shower.  One could be
the face of a character and the other could be the
back of his head.  The two sides could be entirely
different heart characters.

INSTRUCTIONS:
¥ Prepare pairs of balloons tied closely together

as suggested on the attached general Flat
Hearts  &  Stars  Instructions,  but

    DO NOT SQUEEZE THE BALLOONS before
measuring them in the template.

¥ Expand two identical RMS heart frames.
¥ Load balloons into one of the frames with one

balloon of each pair in the frame and one
balloon sticking straight up into the air.

¥  Inflate two # 260 balloons to 50Ó in length.  Tie
them together at the knotted end.

¥ Wrap the two long balloons around the knot
between a pair of round balloons on the outer
row, then twist the long balloons together,
wrap around the next set of knotted balloons
and repeat around the heart as shown to the
right.

¥  Press the second frame down over the top
layer of balloons one opening at a time to
complete the double heart.
